Rather than
letting artists choose their own prices, Image Revolver keeps it simple and affordable for buyers by charging
by print size and frame choice. “A big complaint about some other online art collections is that it takes ages to
find something worth buying, and then when you finally do, the price is much higher than you expected,”
Tigay says. “We’re fixing that.”

Image Revolver’s rapidly growing art collection includes thousands of works from an international roster of
photographers, illustrators, and digital artists. The site showcases a wide variety of artwork spanning twenty
categories, including Children’s Art, Nature Photography, Travel and Architecture. Prints are produced by a
master printer using super high-quality gicleé printing equipment, specialty inks and archival papers. Image
Revolver currently offers eight multi-colored gallery-style frame and mat combinations, as well as unframed
prints and gallery-wrapped canvas blocks.
